Transaction #2
Get the following items

Goody Snap Clip: $2
Crayola Markers: $2
Contact Solution: $8
Subtotal: $12

Use the following coupons:
-$1 Contact Solution coupon
New Subtotal: $11

Pay with your $10 Register Reward, so only $1 out of pocket. You will receive $12 in Register
Rewards.

Transaction #3 (SUNDAY ONLY!)
2 Cottonelle 12 packs: $10



1 Goody Snap Clip: $2
Subtotal: $12

Use the following coupons:

-$.75 off 1 Cottonelle coupon from the Smart Source insert
-$.75 off 1 Cottonelle coupon from the Smart Source insert
-$8 Register Rewards

-$2 off Cottonelle from the coupon book

New Subtotal: $.50

You will receive $5.50 in Register Rewards, so you will be ending the week with $9.50 in Register
Rewards.

In the third transaction, it's important to give the coupons in the right order. If an over zealous cashier
tries to scan the $2 off Cottonelle coupon first, instead of last, then it will make you need a filler.
Folders are cheap, as well as paper clips, if that should happen.
